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Congo Basin is essential for JGI’s achievement of our ambitious 30 year goal to protect 85% of Africa’s wild chimpanzee populations and natural habitats, by leveraging partnerships, engaging the next generation of leaders and applying science based tools. 



Protecting the Congo Basin is critical to our mission:  
Between 77% to 83% of the total number of chimpanzees in Africa live 
n just 4 countries in the Congo Basin   
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Congo Basin essential for JGI mission: 4 countries in Congo Basin have between 77% to 83% of the total chimpanzee population – DRC, Republic of Congo, Gabon and Cameroon. Important Step:  Conservation 
Action Plan for Great Apes   
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JGI led and coordinated the development of a conservation action plan for great apes that was finalized and published in 2012. This document currently serves as our guide on strategies that we and our partners have to implement in order to reduce threats to great apes identified through this process. 

In 2011/12 JGI coordinated and led the development of a Great Apes Conservation Action Plan for Eastern DRC (2012-2022) in close collaboration with conservation partners – WWF, WCS, FFI, ICCN, and regional and territorial government entities – military, education, water, roads, mining.





Priority Conservation Strategies 
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Conservation strategies identified to be priorities for mitigating the threats and leading to great ape survival in the DRC. The first strategy focuses on the need to collect data and know where the gorillas are.

Evaluation of  priority population of Great Apes

Sensitization and involvement of communities in conservation 

Consolidation of territory management

Strengthen protected areas, community forests and sanctuaries

Application of laws in protected areas and intervention zones

1.2M hectares in community reserves, improved livelihoods for those communities 
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JGI activities under CARPE were initially focused on enhancing livelihoods of communities that are members of UGADEC  and had established over 1,200,000ha of as community reserves.  The communities had set aside land for conservation and were anticipating livelihood benefits that had not yet been provided. Even though these activities were initiated prior to the development of the CAP the threats to chimps were identified and accordingly, they fit well within the strategies that were developed through the CAP process to achieve great ape conservation

A Community Approach To Reproductive Health 
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1,700 service providers trained

8 health centers renovated – over 50,000 people now have access to improved health services

Health supplies & methods provided to 71 health centers in 3 health zones

Over 400 active CBDA’s

Over 100,000 individuals counseled on FP

Over 25,000 adopting a FP method




Improving Access to Water and Alternative Energy 
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11 springs protected and providing over 30,000 people with access to clean and potable water – water committees established and active

35kw of electricity produced through a micro-hydro power plant constructed in the village of Kasugho, which had the first conservation college in the DRC

 Piloted a green stoves project –336 people trained (256 women) 




Improving Schools And Increasing Awareness 
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Environmental Education – Initiation of an Environmental Education Program 

Public awareness and community sensitization (93% of the population acknowledges eating bushmeat)

Rehabilitation and construction of schools

Landscape wide Environmental Education launched – 29,000 students reached and 202 educators trained 

Over 600,000 people sensitized on great apes & the need for their protection, through radio announcements, theater and community meetings. 6 chimpanzees handed over to ICCN

2 schools constructed and 1 rehabilitated 






 
 

Sustainable Agriculture 
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Improved sustainable agriculture techniques – animal husbandry and agroforestry
Over 200 people trained in improved animal husbandry/alternatives to bushmeat & agroforestry –  200 sheep distributed & 130,000 indigenous and fruit trees 




 
 

Strengthening Protection 
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Provision of field equipment and food rations for 300 community eco-guards and park rangers
Funding for transportation of confiscated chimpanzees to sanctuaries

Patrols by Maiko and UGADEC reserves resumed due to provision of food rations and equipment
Quick alerts on confiscated chimpanzees 




Implementation of Priority strategies  
under Great Ape Conservation Action Plan 
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The sharing of data through this CAP process was extremely important because at the end of it all when all partners combined data they realized that estimates for the Grauer’s are lower than what everyone thought – from 5,000 to closer to 3,000. A drastic reduction in the numbers.

High level of endorsement and support for implementation of CAP – national , territory from various sectors.

Standardized surveying methodology agreed to by all partners and incorporates the use of Smart Phones is being used to collect data/inventories on great apes in 3 provinces. 44 staff trained in methods.

Environmental Education

Training in mobile mapping and use of GIS to  support mapping and land use planning in the Territory  Government

Sensitization of community leaders and members in the benefits of land use planning for improved  environmental practices and REDD+

These activities will be complemented by those we are continuing to implement in other specific areas and funded by other donors.
